Isabella’s pioneering independence and eccentricity overcame resistance from the very
conservative Boston Brahman Society in opening a female-owned gallery. Despite being the
victim of the most costly art heist in the twentieth century, the museum displays over 3,000
works of art including objects by Rembrandt, Botticelli, Raphael, Titian and Matisse. Its
beautiful interior flowering courtyard and outdoor gardens are host to some of the most
elaborate parties in Boston.
