Description

This title seeks to provide English language teachers informed content of the theory and practice of teaching idioms. Topics must be research-based classroom practices found in current TESOL theory from ESOL classrooms around the world. These new ideas in teaching will be written by someone in the field (or a team of writers) who is engaged in reflecting on how practical experience relates to theoretical trends. One goal of the book is to discuss why idioms need to be taught; explain some of the current methods, hypotheses, and definitions; and examine variables that affect idiom learning. The second goal of the book is to provide lessons, activities, and ideas that teachers can apply or adapt based on their own situations and settings. This volume may be the first in a series aiming to provide innovative ideas for teachers to put into practice in the classroom.  
Audience

Teaching Idioms would be useful for an instructor of second language learners at any level, but primarily at secondary or university programs offering an idiom course or adult schools where idioms already play an integral part of the curriculum.  

Volume Editors/Contributors

Desired qualifications include demonstrated editorial and writing experience in the field of TESOL; significant experience in educating and training teachers in the volume’s topic area; demonstrated collaborative work style; TESOL membership; and availability through volume completion.

2. annotated table of contents listing titles of chapters and a brief summary of each chapter that clearly conveys in sufficient detail each chapter’s focus and direction;  for an edited volume, include the author(s) of each chapter and the projected length of each chapter
E-mail one copy of the informative proposal and a cover letter that includes a full mailing address, a daytime and evening telephone number, fax, and e-mail address of one author or editor to TESOL's publishing manager.
