Description
TESOL Publications seeks editors or authors for a volume on Focus on Form in the ELT Classroom geared toward English language teachers who seek hands-on, practical classroom techniques and activities that other ELT practitioners have developed and used successfully. The proposed volume can be (1) an edited one, (2) authored by a team of writers, or (3) a single-authored work. The proposed volume, whether edited or authored, will appeal to practitioners around the world and reflect the broad range of contexts, practices, and concerns related to classroom applications of focus on form. The contributors or chapters included in the volume will also suggest ways to adapt the techniques and activities for use in a variety of classroom contexts.
The Proposed Text

This text can be an edited volume that gives a true picture of the different perspectives, approaches, and methods for the successful implementation of the principles of focus on form in a variety of settings and contexts. The editor will be responsible for making chapters that are stylistically similar and that build upon each other so well that a reader may not notice that the text is edited. However, the text might also be an authored text (single author or team of authors) that delves deeply into the various ways in which research findings on focus on form can be successfully implemented, adapted, and utilized by the classroom teacher. In all cases, however, the text must be highly accessible to TESOL practitioners worldwide who come from a broad range of formal and informal educational settings encompassing a wide range of ages of language learners as their students. The text will assist these teachers in connecting theory to practice and integrating principles and research findings on focus on form and focus on meaning in their practices, e.g., how and when to get learners to focus on fluency and accuracy, how and when to focus on communication and grammar, and how and when to shift from focus on meaning to focus on form.
Volume Editors/Contributors
Desired qualifications include demonstrated editorial and writing experience in the field of TESOL; significant experience in educating and training teachers in the volume’s topic area; demonstrated collaborative work style; TESOL membership (for editor position); and availability through volume completion.
Proposal Guidelines

This proposal must include the following:

1. 500-word summary of the entire manuscript, to include the issues addressed, features that make the volume distinctive, intended audience, potential marketability, and a list of conferences, colloquia, or other professional meetings at which parts or all of the contents have been presented.
2. annotated table of contents listing titles of chapters and a brief summary of each chapter that clearly conveys in sufficient detail each chapter’s focus and direction;  for an edited volume, include the author(s) of each chapter and the projected length of each chapter
