Activities will include
extensions, adaptations (to make them suitable for different grade levels), and possible
variations. There will be 25 activities each of the following categories:

1. Language: key math vocabulary, sentence frames, academic vs everyday math language
Reasoning: explaining strategies, predicting outcomes, justifying answers, error analysis,
metacognitive talk

3. Visuals: manipulatives, drawings, models, number lines, gestures and movement

4. Application: word problems, real-life scenarios, reasoning from context clues
